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HOW BEL STARTED

Before the crowds, the trophies and the league tables, BEL started with one simple
question;

Why doesn’t the UK have a proper competitive eating league?

Food challenges already existed, but they were scattered, inconsistent and unregulated.
There was no pathway for serious eaters, no official rankings, no recognised structure
and no safety-led governing system.

So BEL was created to change that.

What began in small venues guickly grew into packed live events as audiences responded
to the energy, drama and competitive atmosphere. Early contests proved there was real
demand for organised competitive eating in the UK, and BEL evolved rapidly from pub
challenges into a national league.

Today BEL runs live arena-style events, online competitions, certified food challenges
and official league standings, while working closely with venues and athletes to keep the
sport safe, fair and exciting.

The goal has always been bigger than individual events. BEL is building long-term
foundations for competitive eating in the UK, creating pathways for new eaters,

opportunities for established competitors and unforgettable experiences for fans.

And this is still only the beginning.

| want to say a massive thank you to everyone who's supported BEL so far this season.
We've already seen some huge moments that show just how competitive 2026 is shaping
up to be,

It all kicked off with an incredible performance from Stefan, who took the win at our first
in-person event. Since then, Max has been on a mission — smashing multiple challenges
at Cattlemans and stacking up valuable points through our new BEL Certified Food
Challenges, which were introduced this season to raise standards and create more
competitive opportunities. And trust me — there's plenty more to come.

We've also seen Franco get on the board with his own Cattlemans challenge, before
heading up to Edinburgh where | joined him with the family to watch him take on — and
conguer.

The British Eating League (BEL) is the UK's official competitive eating organisation and
governing body, created to bring structure, safety and professionalism to the sport of
competitive eating.

BEL exists to turn food challenges into organised competition. It provides a platform
where trained eaters can compete in controlled environments, earn official points, climb
league tables and build reputations while being protected by clear rules and safety
standards.

Linlike casual viral challenges, BEL events are designed to be properly managed. Every
contest is structured, officiated and run with competitor welfare at the centre. From live
venue events to online competitions and certified restaurant challenges, BEL connects
athletes, venues and fans under one professional system.

As the governing body for competitive eating in the UK, BEL also approves and verifies
official food challenges. This ensures challenges meet safety guidelines, fair competition
standards and responsible portion and time structures, helping protect both eaters and
venues while raising the overall standard of the sport.

MNone of this would be possible without the continued support of our sponsors. Their
backing allows BEL to create proper events, improve production quality and most
importantly build meaningful prize pots that reward athletes for their performances.

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PREVIOUS RESULTS

The 2026 BEL season exploded into life at Cattlemans Steakhouse with the opening
Spaghetti Bolognese Challenge, and what a way to start the year. The venue was buzzing
with energy, with kids chanting and shouting through the windows, cheering the eaters
on as they battled massive plates of pasta in front of a roaring crowd

Stef2ZHungry absolutely nailed it, delivering pure speed and total control to take the win
in an incredible 1 minute 12 seconds, setting the early benchmark for the season.

Behind him, the battle was fierce:

Second place went to Nate vs Food with a strong time of 1:58, followed closely by Olly
Eats in third place on 2:12, bringing his usual entertaining style to the stage. King Billy
(Hillbilly Mation) dug deep to complete the challenge in 409, backed by one of the loudest
and rowdiest crowds of the night.

The action then moved online with the first remote event of the season — the McDonald’s
Cheeseburger Challenge — bringing nationwide competition into the BEL league table.

Wayward Feaster powered his way to victory, taking first place in 3:17. Reece vs Food
followed with a strong second place finish in 3:42, while Stef2ZHungry continued his
strong early-season form by claiming third place in 3:51.

There was also a moment nobody will foerget — Mate vs Food losing a tooth mid-
challenge and failing to finish. Competitive eating never fails to deliver drama! Don't
worry though — we'll be getting Nate sorted with a visit to HDC Dental in Hisaronu to
make sure he's back fighting fit.

Away from the headline events, Cattlemans Steakhouse has already become a major
points battleground, with both Max vs Food and Franco’s Feasts completing BEL Certified
solo challenges at the venue and stacking valuable early-season points.

With live events, online contests and certified challenges now all feeding into the league
table, the 2026 season is already heating up — and this is only the beginning.

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HOW THE LEAGUE TABLE WORKS

The British Eating League operates just like a traditional sports league. Positions in the
table are decided by total points first, with tie-breakers used when competitors are level

1. TOTAL POINTS (MAIN FACTOR)
The league table is ranked by total points.
More points mean a higher position — simple.

Points can be earned through:

« In-person BEL events

» Dnline BEL events

- BEL Certified food challenges

2. TIE-BREAKER: IN-PERSON EVENTS
If two eaters are level on points, in-person event participation and results are used as
the tie-breaker.

This works in the same way as goal difference in football. It rewards:
= Turning up to live events

- Performing under pressure

- Competing in front of crowds

When points are equal, the eater with in-person events ranks higher.

3. WHY THIS SYSTEM WORKS

This structure keeps the league fair and competitive by:
« Rewarding consistency

- Prioritising live competition

- Valuing real event performance

- Balancing online and certified challenges

Expect explosive starts, frantic final seconds, massive crowd energy and unforgettable
moments as the underdogs go all-in and the pros dig deep to defend their reputation.

This is British Eating League at its finest — raw competition, electric atmosphere, and
pure entertainment.
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This is not the first time Jack and his venues — The 0ld Frizzle and The Regent — have
delivered unforgettable British Eating League moments. Over multiple events, these venues
have built a reputation for electric crowds, high-energy atmospheres and properly hosted
competitive eating action. Every time BEL returns, the noise gets louder, the stakes get
higher and the performances get bigger.

And standing at the centre of it all has been one man: Max vs Food.

Max has dominated every major contest hosted at these venues, cementing his status as
the current BEL Champion and one of the most consistent performers in the league.

Brad Scott delivered a strong and determined effort to secure second place
with 12 hot dogs, showing real grit under pressure.

The energy that night was unmatched. With the Super Bowl — the biggest sporting event in
American football — playing live, the venue was bursting with fans, screens, noise and
atmosphere. For many, it was their first taste of NFL culture combined with British Eating
League chaos, and it delivered on every level.

At the Pretzel Eating Contest (Friday 24th October 2025), Max once again proved his
dominance, smashing 17 pretzels to take victory. Zach battled hard for second, with Noah
completing the podium in front of another passionate crowd. The Bratwurst Eating Contest
(Saturday 25th October 2025) saw Max deliver one of his strongest performances yet,
powering through an incredible 23 sausages to secure first place. Matt from The Regent
claimed second, while Max from The Regent also reached the podium, showcasing the
home-grown talent coming through these venues.

What sets The Old Frizzle and The Regent apart isn't just the food or the contests — it's the
atmosphere. On big sporting nights like the Super Bowl, BEL events become full live
spectacles, with chanting, countdowns and crowd reactions driving the energy. Jack
continues to create the perfect environment for competitive eating to thrive, blending sport,
entertainment and community into one unforgettable experience.

The event was supported by content creators Yorkshire Indian and Grumpy Northern
Foodie, with Dad Loves Food making his first-ever appearance at these venues, adding
even more exposure and excitement.

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BEL RULES EXPLAINED

The British Eating League operates under clear rules to ensure every competition is fair,
safe and consistent across all events.

All BEL contests run to standardised formats. Time limits, portion sizes, start procedures
and finish requirements are agreed in advance and applied equally to every competitor.
Once the countdown begins, eaters must remain seated, follow official instructions and
complete the full challenge as set out by BEL officials.

Food must be fully swallowed before a finish is confirmed. Plates, baskets or designated
containers must be completely cleared, and competitors must show a clear mouth check
when instructed. Any visible leftovers or failure to fellow the finish procedure will result
in the attempt being marked as incomplete.

In some events, BEL allows a controlled “chipmunk finish®, where the final mouthful may
be loaded at the end of the challenge. In these cases, the clock stops once the plate is
cleared, but the eater must fully swallow the food and show a completely clear mouth
within the allowed time window for the finish to count.

Safety always comes first. Every BEL event includes on-site supervision and sick
buckets. If any food comes back out of the mouth and into the bucket at any point during
an attempt, the competition is immediately over for that eater. Winning is never more
impartant than health.

This season, BEL provides more athlete support than ever before, with officials working
closely with competitors before and during events to explain rules clearly, monitor safety
and ensure challenges are carried out correctly and responsibly.

For online events, additional verification rules apply. Competitors must provide
continuous footage, show unopened food, display quantities where required and follow
the same finish confirmation process as live events to ensure fairness across all
competitions.

BEL Certified Food Challenges also follow strict approval guidelines and must meet
safety standards, portion requirements and verification rules before being officially
recognised and awarded league points.

These rules exisl to protect competitors, venues and audiences, while keeping the sport
competitive, entertaining and professional.
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FRANCO’S FEASTS

From Powerlifting Platform to Competitive Eating Arena

Franco's journey into competitive eating began in the gym, not at the table. At 18, he committed to
bodybuilding before moving into strength training and powerlifting, competing under the British
Weightlifting Association (now British Powerlifting).

During his competitive years, Franco achieved multiple wins and national titles. The extreme calorie
demands of training unknowingly built the foundation for his future success in competitive eating.

In his early 30s, injuries and surgeries forced him to step away from elite competition — but not from
sport. Today, Franco remains deeply involved as a Mational Level British Powerlifting Referee, qualified
Powerlifting Coach, and Personal Trainer, bringing elite-level professionalism inta competitive eating

After major life changes, Franco searched for a new competitive outlet. Inspired by elite eaters such as
Randy Santel, BeardMeetsFood and Leah Shutkever, he quickly realised success required more than
appelite — it demanded training, discipline and strategy.

That realisation reignited his competitive drive. Blending athletic preparation with entertainment,
France’s high energy, strong on-camera presence and relentless work ethic gquickly made him a stand-
out on the UK scene.

His journey has taken him nationwide, appearing in national media and on Channel &, while actively
supporting newcomers to the sport.

In anly his second full season, Franco secured 3rd place in the 2025 British Eating League standings,
confirming him as one of the league’s most dangerous competitors heading into the next seasaon.

Advice to New Eaters
“Take your time. Learn your body. Watch experienced eaters. Train properly. Understand the risks.”

Franco believes competitive eating should never be taken lightly — preparation, recovery and safety
matter as much as speed and volume. While competition is fierce, the UK scene thrives on genuine
support between athletes, a culture he continues to help build.

What's Next?

Franco’s focus is on growing UK compelitive eating alongside the British Eating League, with goals to:
- Support the next generation of BEL athletes

« Promote competitive eating as a legitimate sport

- Expand international challenge travel

- Continue pushing his own performance limits
